A limited
number of roads will be plowedf permitted by the Town, Hamilton Road will be
relocated to the east of the paddocks, stable and Administration Center, @lgnina
public through traffic fronthe Chimney Cornersampus.

Gibson Lodge. Only exiting passenger vehicles and service vehicles will use th
driveway of Hamilton Road neahe Dining Hall.

The Master Plan desigrestthat the single entrancetih@ Camp will be at the IGL
and across from the stable. Both of these buildings hagh image quality and
historical and/or programmatic significance and therefore both can function as
effective visual signposts (phottap and bottom left). To further communicate tha
this is the entry point, a large sign similar to the one aCdmpBecket entrance or &
rustic gate will be erected over the entrance to the driveway.

This solution is far from perfect as Hamilton Road is a public road. Cars often s
by as they use it as astcut from Route 20 to Route &reating safety conaes for
campers and staff crossing to the tennis courts and the stable. The optimum so
would be for the Town to abandon Hamilton Road or for the Town and BCCYM(
to jointly build a road that runs from YMCA Road, behind the Administration
Building, stables and new maintenance area, and connects back up to Hamilton
south of the guest housing. Hamilton Road abutting the camp would then be clc
public traffic.
