staff.

YELLOW TAG 
(Learning to swim)
Can swim in the 
lanes as well as 
row, canoe, and 
kayak without 

staff.

BLUE TAG 
(Learning to swim)
Can swim in all 
areas and take 

out all boats and 
windsurfing 

sails, if qualified.

the inside story...

Did you ever wonder what the official rules were regarding 
when a player is out in 4-Square? Well, here you go…

Deciding when players are “out” in four-square can be 
categorized into three major sections that relate to When to hit, 
How to hit, and Where to hit:

When
•A player fails to hit the ball after it has bounced in that 
player's square.
•A player hits the ball after it has bounced in another player's 
square (out of turn).

How
•A player carries or holds the ball rather than momentarily 
striking it.
•A player hits the ball more than once before returning it to 
another square.
•A player hits the ball with a body part other than their hands.

Where
•A player hits the ball out of bounds.
•A player hits the ball into his/her own square.
•A player hits the ball onto an inside line of the court (out of 
bounds).
